  Dishes: cup, bowl, plate, knife, fork, spoon for 

each person* 
  Mesh bag for drying dishes*

(If each family cooks on their own) 
  Pots & Pans 
  Cooking Utensils (Spoons, knives, spatulas, etc.) 
  Charcoal Briquettes & starter 
  Groceries (including snacks, beverages, salt, 

pepper, condiments, etc.) 
  Waterproof matches 
  Camp stove & fuel or grate for over campfire 
  Long fork for roasting hotdogs or marshmallows 
  Firewood 
  Hot pads or gloves 
  Cooler with ice or blue ice* 
  Dish wash detergent (biodegradable) 
  Pot scrubber brush 
  Water jugs or canteen 
  Paper towels 
  Dish towels 
  Trash bags* 
  Campfire bucket 
  Shovel (to put out campfire)
